International Appeal in Support of 
Workers' Rights in Iran! 

  
  
WHEREAS the Islamic Republic of Iran (IRI), for the last 24 years, has imposed deplorable 
political, economic and social conditions on workers and impoverished strata of society;  
  
WHEREAS the IRI dismantled workers' councils and organizations, which were set up 
democratically and freely by workers in various sectors and industries after the 1979 revolution, 
and identified activists of such organizations, tried them for framed up unfounded charges in 
sham courts, expelled many from their workplace, and arrested and executed others; 
  
WHEREAS the government created "Islamic Labour Councils" at the expense of suppressing 
other workers' organizations and appointed its own agents to lead them;  
  
WHEREAS the IRI’s labour law officially deprives Iranian workers of the right to set up free and 
independent organizations and of the right to strike, and workers’ protests and work stoppages 
are being oppressed by security and intelligence forces;  
  
WHEREAS the bill legislated on February 27, 2000, by the fifth Majlis (Iranian Parliament), 
exempts workshops employing five or less than five workers from the Labour legislation and thus 
depriving close to three million workers of the minimal rights stipulated in this legislation;  
  
WHEREAS, the sixth Majles approved the 'Reorganization and Restructuring of the Textile 
Industries', leaving tens of thousands of workers out of work, and furthermore exempted workers 
in carpet weaving workshops from the provisions of the labour law; 
  
WHEREAS, according to the ICFTU 2002 Annual Survey of Violations of Trade Union Rights, 
over one million workers in Iran have been suffering from the crisis of unpaid wages, ranging from 
several months to over three years; 
  
WHEREAS, In January 2003, the "Iranian Supreme Council of Labour", composed of 
representatives of Islamic labour councils, employers and the government, approved the 
exemption of workshops of 10 employees or less from the Labour Legislation- according to Iran's 
Minister of Labour, from 450,000 workshops in Iran, 402,000 would be classified as workshops 
employing 10 workers or less;  
  
WHEREAS, as the result of many years of systematic gender discrimination, women constitute 
only eight percent of the total Iranian labour force, and all together ninety five percent of women 
workers across Iran are employed in workshops of 10 employees or less; 
  
WHEREAS, accordingly an overwhelming majority of Iranian workers would be deprived of any 
basic human and employment rights;  
  
BE IT RESOLVED THAT the signatories of this petition, in support of workers rights in Iran, call 
on all free workers' organizations and trade unions and the International Labour Organization to:  



  
1- Press the Iranian government to stop the aforementioned anti-worker laws, policies and 
practices, including the exemption of workshops of ten and five employees or less from the labour 
code.  
2- Refuse any recognition of the “Islamic Labour councils”,  “Workers’ House” and the so-called 
guild associations, which are set up and backed by the government authorities/personalities and 
employers, as the representatives of Iranian workers.  
3- Strive for establishment of direct observation of the free international worker organizations and 
trade unions in the struggles for the development and formation of independent workers' and 
other democratic organizations in Iran, free from any government's interference and oppression.
